- On 23 March 1855, Sarah O. Kent, stated she was ‘about’ age 65 (born about 1790), widow of Rhodam Kent, and a resident of Baltimore City, Maryland.
- Rhodam Kent died at his residence in Lancaster Co., Virginia on 09 September 1823.
- Sarah O. Kent married Rhodman Kent in Lancaster Co., Virginia on 16 March 1806 and her maiden name was Sarah O. Stott. They were married by Baker Angel, a minister of the gospel.
- On 20 January 1853, Sarah O. Kent stated she was age 63 (born about 1790). 
- Sarah O. Kent signed with her mark.
